Dear Friends,
“The blues will never die,” our good 
friend Guitar Gabriel used to tell anyone 
who asked. “It is a spirit!”

We first met Guitar Gabriel in 1990 
in Winston-Salem at the suggestion of 
James “Guitar Slim” Stephens. Gabe 
was a true blues troubadour with an 
encyclopedic knowledge of blues and 
gospel, a talent for razor-sharp song-
writing, and some of the finest guitar-
playing we’d ever heard. 

Through Gabe, we met Willa Mae “The 
Snake Lady” Buckner, Captain Luke, 
Macavine Hayes, and other artists in the 
Winston-Salem blues community. They 
were terrific musicians, but they lacked 
access to recording opportunities and 
quality stages. They struggled to main-
tain even the most modest of lifestyles 
on their meager Social Security checks.

As we started to visit artists beyond 
Winston and North Carolina, we real-
ized the South was teeming with senior 
roots musicians: blues artists, string-

band pickers, songwriters, gospel bands, 
indigenous musicians, and more. Most 
of the folks we visited lived in under-
resourced communities, rural and ur-
ban alike. They were from working class 
roots. No one had quality instruments, 
decent gigs, or offers to record. Nearly 
everyone was broke. Mostly, they just 
asked us if we could help them find a 
gig—because, more than anything, they 
wanted this music to keep living, to 
pass it on before they died.

Music Maker asks artists to take a 
leap of faith when they partner with 
us. They trust us with their innermost 
creative thoughts and often their fam-
ily legacy, songs passed from one gen-
eration to another. They understand 
we can’t make them stars in this crazy 
money-driven world, but we do promise 
to present their work with high artis-
tic quality and respect and do our best 
to have them be heard. Since 1994, we 
have released more than 220 records – 
nearly 3,000 songs.

A LETTER FROM OUR CO-FOUNDERS



Thanks to a generous grant from the 
Robert and Mercedes Eichholz Founda-
tion and supporters like you, we opened 
our new Recording Studio in Fountain, 
NC this year. It is a dream come true to 
be able to offer a state-of-the-art facility 
to our partner artists. We have sessions 
lined up for the next 12 months, and we 
can’t wait to see what new creativity 
and collaborations unfold in this space.

This is all happening at a time when 
the music business is getting harder 
and harder. In an era of streaming, mu-
sic is expected to be free, and few peo-
ple purchase CDs. The roots musicians 
we serve have always existed on the 
fringes of society and the industry. Now 
they seem to be pushed even further 
into the margins. If we don’t document 
and support them, how will these musi-
cians be heard and our musical souls be 
nourished?

Performance and touring have al-
ways been challenging, and the pan-
demic and inflation did not improve 
matters, particularly for older musi-
cians. Yet our partner artists still love 
to perform whenever possible – and it 
is our greatest joy to bring people to-
gether in live performance. There is no 
substitute for this human interaction. 
When do you feel more connected to a 
group of people than when you are all 
singing and dancing together? Music 
Maker has made nearly 9,000 artist 
performances possible over the last 30 
years, and we hope to keep this number 
growing.

Our Sustenance Program continues 
to be a lifeline for our senior artists. 
Food insecurity, substandard housing, 
and medical needs are constant strug-
gles for many elderly people in America, 
including her roots musicians. We are 
proud that, with your support, Music 

Maker continues to be a trusted partner 
to these artists, bringing them comfort 
in their golden years.

Thirty years ago, we thought these 
artists had more to contribute to our 
culture – and we were right. This work 
has taken us to log cabins with dirt 
floors, the lauded stages of great Euro-
pean theaters, tin shacks in the middle 
of cotton fields, corporate boardrooms, 
and Manhattan penthouses in search 
of artists, audiences, and funders. In all 
these places, we found common ground 
through shared passion for American 
music. That this organization exists at 
all 30 years later speaks volumes about 
the good in the hearts of all the folks we 
have encountered.

Most incredible of all are you, our 
supporters, who have taken this jour-
ney with us. So many of y’all have been 
contributing to us for 15, 20, even 25 
years—or more! We are truly humbled 
by your commitment to these artists 
and to this mission. 

Your support has made all the differ-
ence to our community of artists. Our 
world keeps pushing us toward the 
fake—touting artificial intelligence and 
virtual relationships—but we crave au-
thentic feeling and creativity embodied 
in humanity, not a facsimile. Thank you 
for believing these true pioneers and 
forgotten heroes of American matter, 
and for supporting our mission to docu-
ment their voices for future generations.

Freeman Vines has been “searching for the sound” by building guitars since the 
late 1950s, when he heard an incredible tone that changed his life. Now the search 
continues at Music Maker’s new recording studio in Fountain, NC! Our first three 
sessions welcomed veteran MMF partner artist Albert White of Atlanta, GA and 
our new friend Earnest “Guitar” Roy of Clarksdale, MS, and Leonard “Lowdown” 
Brown of Houston, TX. Both albums will feature our new house band, Jimbo Ma-
thus and the Music Makers.

The recording studio also houses the Freeman Vines Guitar Collection. Our art-
ists have been exploring this extraordinary collection of hand-made instruments, 
and have played them on every track we have recorded. Music Maker Studios in-
cludes three adjacent historic storefronts: the Recording Studio, the Photography 
Studio, and the Artist-in-Residence Workshop, which has been Freeman Vines’ 
workshop since 2020. The combined creative force of having all three studios up 
and running has brought renewed energy to this small rural community. We hope 
you can join us in Fountain on October 12, 2024 for our official Studio Dedication.

We have a packed production schedule planned for this fall and winter, including 
projects with the Dedicated Men of Zion, Lakota John Locklear, and some of our 
new partner artists from Mississippi.

North Carolina’s Music Maker Foundation 
is celebrating its 30th birthday in 2024 
and to commemorate its ongoing impor-
tant work and legacy, it has released a 
sprawling, beautiful, near 150-page book 
and boxed set of its one-of-a-kind record-
ings documenting the vibrant, “over-
looked” sounds of the American South’s 
traditional musicians. As longtime listen-
ers know, Music Maker’s focus has pri-
marily been on “keeping the bluest of the 
blues alive” but also includes outstanding 
examples of artists in other genres like 
old-time, folk, bluegrass, gospel, R&B, and 
Indigenous music, as well as those who 
blend genres or are otherwise uncatego-
rizable. The anthology was published by 
No Depression in association with Mu-
sic Maker Foundation. The author of the 
book, Georgann Eubanks, is an award-
winning North Carolina-based writer, 
documentary filmmaker, and consultant 
to nonprofits.

Eubanks does a masterful job weav-
ing rich stories of Music Maker founders 
Tim and Denise Duffy’s humble begin-
nings to present multi-initiative mission 
to “tend the roots of American music by 
meeting the day-to-day needs of the art-
ists who create it, ensuring their voices 
are heard, and giving all people access to 
our nation’s hidden musical treasures.” 
It is filled with photographs and stories 
of Music Maker’s long and diverse roster 
of musicians and advocates. Most of the 
mesmerizing pictures in the book were 
taken by Tim Duffy, himself a skilled pho-
tographer in addition to recorder, produc-
er, and gifted musician in his own right. 
The book also features a number of pho-

tos by Music Maker staff from over the 
years, as well as accomplished foundation 
friends like Axel Küstner. Chapter One 
outlines the needs Music Maker meets; 
their unique combination of program-
ming and an outline of their operations; 
their impact, detailing staggering num-
bers of nearly 16,000 artistic grants, near-
ly 9,000 performances from over 500 
artists in over 30 countries from over the 
years; and, finally, how technology has 
upended everything. The words, perspec-
tives, and memories of luminaries and 
collaborators like Bill Ferris, Taj Mahal, 
Rhiannon Giddens, and Dom Flemons, as 
well as the origin stories of the founders 
and their latest gospel-drenched “Foun-
tain Project” are also featured promi-
nently and thoughtfully throughout most 
of the book’s remaining chapters. Music 
Maker’s story continues to compel and 
attract fans and supporters from all over 
the world as it occupies a singular place 
in the intersecting worlds of music, char-
ity, and cultural preservation, staking a 
strong claim that their enduring work, in 
the words of the Duffys, “gives lie to the 
claim that American roots music is in ter-
minal decline: it’s alive and thriving.”

In terms of the music, there are 85 daz-
zling tracks spread across four discs, each 
with its own theme: Disc One’s “Snap 
Your Fingers: Acoustic Blues,” Disc Two’s 
“Back in Business: Electric Blues,” Disc 
Three’s “No Ways Tired: Sacred Soul and 
Gospel,” and Disc Four’s “This Old House: 
Eclectic Folk.” The first track of Disc One, 
Landlord Blues, is fittingly by Guitar Ga-
briel (a.k.a. Nyles Jones), the raw, funky 
guitarist/singer that Tim Duffy says “was

the original inspiration for the creation of 
Music Maker Foundation.” Duffy met Ga-
briel in 1990 in Winston-Salem, North Car-
olina, and, through him, connected with 
foundational MMF musicians like Captain 
Luke and Macavine Hayes. (Duffy’s intro-
duction to Gabriel was via another local 
Carolina blues legend, James “Guitar Slim” 
Stephens.) Other highlights from the disc 
include a delightful mixture of many ear-
ly- and middle-era Music Maker artists like 
Birmingham, Alabama’s Adolphus Bell’s 
powerful sermon-like track Black Man’s 
Dream, George Higgs’ sweet rendition of 
Greasy Greens, Cora Mae Bryant’s ribald 
Yo-yo Daddy, Captain Luke’s beautiful 
baritone staple Chokin’ Kind, Algia Mae 
Hinton’s soulful Snap Your Fingers, and 
Etta Baker’s unforgettable Carolina Break-
down, though it does include a couple of 
newer-era artists like Pittsville, Virginia, 
guitarist and singer Gail Ceasar.

Highlights from Disc Two include a 
strong mix of early-, mid-, and newer-era 
artists such as Beverly “Guitar” Watkins’ 
rocking Back in Business, a live version of 
John Dee Holeman’s Chapel Hill Boogie, 
Aretta Woodruff’s excellent version of 
Denise LaSalle’s Trapped, Ironing Board 
Sam’s Man of the Street, Albert White’s 
A Rose for My Lady, James David per-
forming Georgia’s answer to Mississippi 
Hill Country fife and drum with Georgia 
Drumbeat, and Hermon Hitson’s Let the 
Gods Sing.

Disc Three’s highlights include the Glo-
rifying Vines Sisters’ Pray for Me, Bishop 
Dready Manning’s Gospel Train, Drink 
Small and Cootie Stark’s Drinkin’ the 
Wine, and Essie Mae Brooks’ touching a 
cappella song Rain in Your Life.

Highlights from Disc Four include Cary 
Morin’s You Were There with Me, Durham, 
North Carolina’s legendary Nee Ningy 
Band’s Fiddler a Dram, the Carolina Choc-
olate Drops’ Cornbread and Butterbeans, 
Benton Flippen’s Cumberland Gap, and 
the Tuscarora Nation’s Deer Clan Singers’ 
Pigeon Dance.

Chapter Seven is the longest of the 
book and includes a story about each of 
the 85 songs and/or their performers.

All told, this book and these discs 
compellingly document the story of an 
impressive quest to do something no 
one else has done, let alone attempted, 
in the complicated history of American 
music. That is to identify, support, record, 
promote, put to work, and uplift vulner-
able, original artists, not for profit but to 
improve their quality of life and bring at-
tention to the exploitative systems and 
conditions that put them at risk in the 
first place, all while joyously celebrating 
their art and spreading their musical mes-
sage worldwide. In an era when economic 
inequalities and social injustices are more 
glaringly prevalent than ever and when 
authentic American roots music is more 
craved by fans and more needed by ev-
eryone, we not only need to support Mu-
sic Maker and proselytize its work to the 
unconverted, but we also need to repli-
cate Music Maker Foundation’s model in 
all segments of society. Thank you, Music 
Maker Foundation, and happy birthday! 
Here’s to 30 more years and beyond.
